great live aboard cruiser.

Their mood lighting and curved
timberwork create an ambience a
warmth that is rarely found in today’
minimalistic boats.

Engine room access
is via a hydraulically lifting hatch in the teakatpit sole.

The well equipped galley is so practical, serving trew during passages, breakfasts in the
wheelhouse or flybridge or formal meals in the saland cockpit areas, and offers full view
while steaming, great ventilation with the adjacstarboard wheelhouse door, and comes
complete with dish drawer, microwave and oven, nheéach fridge and freezer, granite tops,
and plenty of storage.



The flybridge can be accessed from either the wvioerske/galley or from the cockpit and
offers and forth dinette, complete with bar unithwiridge and a food prep area for BBQ or
cook-top and comes with Stidd helm seats, optidibaéglass hard top with lighting and
clears and forward helm station with full instrurtegion.
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The tender is stored on the aft flybridge deck awéth the 1000lb davit crane keeping the
back of the boat clear for boarding or fishing.

Equally important is the lazarette storage wheeeltB.5kva genset is situated and stern gear
and steering systems are easily accessed andyreaaittained. High power florescent 240v
lighting in both the engine room and lazarette rsak®rking in these areas a beeze too.
Plenty of room to add additional equipment like sth&eezers, water makers or dive

compressors.
